Throughout his membership in the TCC 

David served as president (1986-88), chairman of the nature division and Sunday 

night programs. He was also one of the founders of the GTCCC. Commencing in 

2012 it is awarded for a "nature" landscape image.

Top Audio / Visual Presentation by a maker not recently 

awarded

Cliff Pugh joined the club in the early 1940’s when he became 

interested in colour photography. He specialized in portraiture 

and was a master exhibitor in club competitions and salons, 

receiving Three and Four Star Awards of Merit from the PSA. 

In 1963 he was elected a Fellow of the PSA.   He was a past 

president (1956-57), judge and master lecturer, and served as 

president and program chairman. He (with others) was 

instrumental in the purchase of the new building, and in 1967 

started the club’s School of Photography. The TCC presented 

him with an Honourary Life membership in 1970.

This trophy was donated by his wife in 1972. Originally it was 

for travelogues. Subsequently it was changed for “5 minute” 

photo essays, then in 2008 for “creative” essays. It is 

presently awarded for Audio / Visual Presentations as part of 

the club’s Year End competitions.

For TCC Beginner showing most progress in all forms of 

photography during club year

Frank Pogue joined the club in 1942 and was an active 

member serving as director, member of the board and 

program director. He was salon director for 16 years. He 

donated the trophy to the club in 1952 to encourage and 

reward those beginners who competed. When he died in 

1964, the club had the trophy re-inscribed and named it after 

him. Over the years the trophy description was expanded to 

include “outstanding interest and participation in club 

activities.”
