Competition Rule Changes
 
I am pleased to announce two changes to our competition
rules, which were recently approved by the TCC Board and
which are in effect as of now:

1. Our rules now allow for non-winning competition entries
first submitted to an Open Year-End competition, to be
entered into a regular monthly competition in the same
category in the following club season.  For example, if you
submitted an urban landscape image to the Bohdan
Switajlo Trophy competition at the end of the 2024-25
season, and your image did not win an award, you are
now allowed to submit the same image into one of the
regular season Pictorial Images competitions in 2025-26. 
The image must still meet the regular competition’s criteria,
such as being in black & white if submitted to Pictorial 3.  If
you’re unsure which Year-End competition falls into which
competition category, please to Section 3, “Open Year-End
Competitions”, starting on page 10 of the competition rules
document.
 

2. While the total number of entries allowed in the Special
Category competition remains four, we now allow a
maximum of 2 entries under “In-Camera Creative” and 2
entries under “Street Photography.”  In order to support
this from a technical perspective, the Special Category
competition will appear as two separate competitions as
far as submission forms on the club’s website are
concerned.  This is similar to the Prints competitions,
which appear as Prints Colour and Prints Monochrome.

As our season commences, I encourage members who plan to
submit images to club competitions to read the new version of
the Competition Rules document, which is now posted on the
website in the Members Only area on the main Competitions
page, and which you can also view by clicking here.
 
I wish everyone a new season of learning, fun, and success in
our friendly competitions!
