Prints Competition Entries due Nov 3
 
 The Print competition entries for both Colour and Monochrome are
due on November 3. The competition rules where you can find all the
details about Prints competition submissions are at this link, but the
following is a short synopsis of information to help you prepare for the
competition:

Prints Colour and Prints Monochrome are technically two different
competitions that occur at the same time, and each member may
submit up to 3 prints to each of them.
The subject matter for Prints competitions is open, and post
processing techniques are not restricted, so long as the rules that
apply to all club competitions and specifically to the making of
physical prints are followed.  
Prints must be at least 8”x10” and no larger than 16”x20”
including matting and/or mounting, and they must be printed on
standard photo paper (glossy, matt, or satin) but NOT on special
paper types (e.g. metallic paper.) 
Prints are due in the Print submission box in the cloak room of
the club before the doors close on the evening of the competition
submission due date.  Digital images of the print submission must
align to club size requirements for all digital image competitions
and must be submitted through the club’s website before midnight
on the competition submission due date. Remember to affix the
name tag from the Print Competition Confirmation email to
the back of each print.
Matting or mounting is optional, but prints should be affixed to
some sort of rigid backing so that they are capable of standing in
the judging box without folding or rolling. Please speak to the
Print Chairperson or an experienced print competitor so you can
make your own mind up how you wish to mount and/or matte
your prints. Whatever method you use to mount and/or matte
your prints; the total thickness must not exceed 3/16” (5mm).

 
The Prints-1 competition will be judged live in the club Monday
November 24.

Photography and the Paradox of Attention

We live in a world that constantly
tugs at our attention.
Notifications, headlines, endless
scrolling - everything demands a
glance, but rarely rewards a
second look. What we
experience isn’t focus so much
as fragments of attempted focus:
flashes of intention, constantly interrupted.

That’s one reason photography
feels, to me, like a quiet
counterpoint to the times we live
in. It holds a contradiction at its
core - it invites movement and
stillness in equal measure.

To photograph, you have to
move. You walk, you wander,

you explore. The camera gives you a reason to go outside, to look
again at the familiar or venture somewhere new. You start noticing your
city’s corners and shadows, the changing quality of light, the patterns of
leaves and reflections. It asks you to be curious - to look harder and
longer.

And yet, photography also
demands stillness. The moment
you find what you’ve been
looking for or what surprises you
-  you stop. You breathe. You
notice the small details: how light
brushes against a surface, how
time feels suspended just before you press the shutter. It’s an instant
that asks for complete attention, and in that pause, the noise of the
world briefly recedes.

That’s the paradox I love. By
propelling you outward to
observe the world, photography
draws you inward. It’s active and
contemplative at once, part
adventure, part meditation.

For someone like me who is
restless by nature, it’s been a

kind of quiet teacher. I’m not good at waiting, but photography is
teaching me to. 

And that’s what I find so special about photography clubs. They bring
together people who share not only an interest in images, but a way of
being in the world - curious, observant, attuned to the interplay between
motion and quiet. Each photograph is a small act of attention, and each
photographer, in their own way, is learning to see more deeply while
their thoughts dance.

As I join this community, I hope to learn not only how to take better
photos, but how to cultivate that balance - to be more adventurous yet
more grounded, more attentive to the world while also more patient
within it.

Because photography, at its heart, isn’t just about seeing.
It’s about staying with what you see.
