Remembrance Day

On Tuesday, we observe Remembrance Day. On this day, Canadians
across the country pause to honour and reflect on the sacrifices made
by military personnel in service to Canada and the preservation of our
freedom.

This “For King and Country” scroll was
created specifically for members of the
Toronto Camera Club who
volunteered for active duty with
Canada’s armed forces during the
Second World War.  It is currently
hanging in the main hall of the Toronto
Camera Club.

Such scrolls were distributed to
community organizations like ours to
recognize and remember local
individuals who served during wartime
—most often during the Second World
War.

Lecture Series Program
Last Saturday Don Komarechka delivered an excellent presentation on
macro photography. We saw some great photography and, based on
the feedback from our members, we know that many of you were truly
inspired by Don’s photography and insights.

Last Thursday we hosted an award-winning conservation
photographer, Patricia Homonylo,. She spoke about Photography in
Service of Nature, a theme dear to many of our nature photographers.

If you missed any of these presentations, please look out for video
recordings on our website, they normally are made available a few
days after the presentation. 

Our next guest speaker, on November 13, is an artist, painter and
photographer Shelley Niro.

Shelley is a member of the Turtle Clan, Bay of Quinte Mohawk Six
Nations Grand River Reserve. She is the inaugural, 2012, recipient of
the Aboriginal Arts Award presented through the Ontario Arts Council.
She is also the recipient of 2017 Governor General’s Award for The
Arts, The Scotiabank Photography Award, and the Hnatyshyn
Foundation Reveal Award. In 2022, Niro was presented with the Paul
de Hueck and Norman Walford Career Achievement Award from the
Ontario Arts Foundation. Niro is an honorary elder in the Indigenous
Curatorial Collective.

The subject of her presentation in our club is The Wild Ones and the
Colonized.

Please note that this presentation will be a Zoom only presentation.
Club members will be able to join the presentation by going to the
Members section of our website, and then clicking on the Zoom Links
menu item, or Zoom Links red button and then by clicking Talking
Photography Lecture Series tab.
