Workshops Update
 
I would like to give an update on the workshops that I am currently
trying to schedule for this year.

Our club member Lily Markovic is hoping to to present a two workshop
programme on Still life and Products Photography. One covering
theory with samples and a second which would be hands on, in the
club.

I will provide more details and schedule when we confirm that this can
go ahead.

We have had significant interest in workshops dealing with the use of
on-camera and off-camera Flash. 

Nikon Canada have offered to provide a workshop on Advanced Flash
Photography.  We are trying to finalize a schedule that will work for
them.

If we can confirm this I hope to provide an “Introduction to Using
Speedlite Flash” in advance of the Nikon presentation. I expect this
latter would be hands on, in the Club rather than a Powerpoint
presentation.

I have contacted Todd Murrison, who lead the Architectural Photo Walk
workshop this year with respect to running a second edition this
Spring. Todd has confirmed a willingness to do this starting in April. 
He can offer an alternate route focused on the Harbourfront area. 
Again, the workshop would be limited to twelve attendees and the fee
per attendee would be $45 + HST

I would like to plan this early so as to avoid confliction with
travel/vacation schedules of members.

I have also been in contact with Dara Ojo.  Dara is an accomplished
Macro Photographer who specializes in Insect photography. We had
attempted to organize a hands on, field, workshop this year but fell
short on required attendance. This was primarily due to conflicts with
vacation and travel schedules.

Dara has expressed an interest in presenting the workshop this
spring.  There is one significant change in that the price of the
workshop has increased significantly. 

The price for attendance has increased from $100 per person to $300,
plus we would have to cover the cost of a hotel stay in Toronto. 

This is unfortunate as  I think this fee is excessive for members and
will not pursue this workshop. I will look for alternatives

With Nature and a Camera – A Members PhotoWalk

 

Last year in mid-September I wandered beside a tiny stream in High
Park, a stream so small that I could step across it when and where I
liked. There I found the banks covered with golden rod and asters
and the air above them peopled thickly with Red Admirals and
Monarchs, feeding upon the nectar in the heart of the flowers. There
I was able to watch these pretty butterflies as they fluttered about or
with their long "tongues" sipped their food; and there also, having
my camera with me, I made some studies of them, taking them in
many graceful poses and from many points of view.

In this spot, and in many like it, all through the Spring and Summer
and well into the Fall of the year, one who is interested may take his
camera, and be well repaid with what he gets; for butterflies and
bees are friendly creatures and will go about their business and pay
no heed to him who would record their life.

Wandering on I left the stream for a deeper wood and there at my
feet I found a pretty timid creature, striped and of a golden-brown
colour. Timid was this little chipmunk, but very curious; so, there I
sat me down before a sunny spot and on that spot I threw a nut.

Patiently I waited, and soon I was rewarded, for back he came and
snatched the nut and quickly ran away. Again, I placed my lure and
back again he came, but not so timid now.

He stayed awhile and there I took his picture. This we did for half-
an-hour or so; I fed him nuts till he was quite accustomed to me, and
then when at last he stood quite still and "pouched" the nut, I took
his picture once again—a pretty little mite, his face quite swollen for
the nut was large.

These and many other interesting things await the taking, and many
happy hours may be spent in seeking them, if one has but patience
and a love of nature.
