Sara is a former creative marketer and New Yorker who became a statistic in
the economic downturn of 2008. With the loss of her career came a loss of
purpose and identity and a relocation to South Jersey. She picked up
photography as a pastime and found that it quickly became an obsession.
Photography became her redemption during the rebuilding. It gave her a
creative outlet and opened up new social and professional opportunities. A
few years later and she is now a photography and post-processing educator,
frequent exhibitor, and the recipient of numerous local, national and
international awards. Sara is a former President and current board member
of the South Jersey Camera Club, spearheading the design of innovative
programs to enrich and inspire its membership. When not immersed in the
creation of photographic imagery, Sara is often found dabbling in some other
artistic pursuit in whatever medium calls her that day.

The subject of her presentation is Creativity – A Conversation with Yourself.

Spring Weekend Outing
Orillia/ Kirkfield
Friday, May 22 to Sunday, May 24

For this year's Spring Weekend Outing, I am planning to revisit the Kirkfield
area near Orillia (2 hours drive North of Toronto) where we last visited in
2023.
The nature highlights of the area include the well known birding site called
the Carden Alva where we can expect to photograph Eastern Blue birds,
Barn swallows and Ospreys at their nests. Wild flowers including the Praire
Smoke grow in abundance there as well.

Suggested Accommodations in Orillia:

Orillia is 3/4 hr drive from the Kirfield area. It has plenty of fast food and sit
down restaurants and it is well known for its casino ( which we do not plan to
visit).

The accommodation of choice is Fairfield by Marriott Inn and Suites
Orillia.
There are plenty of other motels to choose from, including Best Western Plus
Orillia, Best Western Mariposa, Quality Inn, Comfort Inn.

Bear in mind that we are heading out early each morning eastwards towards
Kirkfield and surroundings.

What to do if you are interested to go on this outing and other FAQ's :

1. Cost - Cost of gas or ride share, accommodations ( I can try to arrange
room share ), food ( we organize a club dinner ) and there is no park
fees.

2. You have to book your own accommodations. I will organize meet ups
based in the Fairfield by Marriott Inn & Suites Orillia. Please be sure
to know what the cancellation policy is at whatever accommodations
that you may have chosen.

3. The photography will be mostly on nature subjects and especially on
birds bugs and flowers. That means you will need a 'long' lens ( I
suggest 400mm or longer ) with a quick focusing camera body and
close up lens / macro lens / tripod.

4. We will meet up on Friday afternoon and grab a causal dinner before
heading out for a sunset shoot. A club dinner will be organized for
Saturday in Orillia after a full day of shooting.

5. This is not a workshop although I and other members will share tips and
tricks while we are photographing.

6. The activities are loosely organized and you may join the group or do
your own thing. Typically, I organize sunrise and early morning shoots
followed by free time and a final sunset shoot. We enjoy sharing the
weekend together and getting to know other fellow members.

7. There will be more information in the coming weeks and there will be an
orientation and Nature Workshop on Thursday, April 16 on Zoom ( to
be confirmed ).
