Lecture Series Program

Last Thursday we enjoyed the presentation by Sara Ascalon. Her insights into
what is creativity and how we can become creative were truly enlightening. If you
missed her presentation, please watch out for the video recording, which will be
made available shortly.

Our fourth guest speaker of 2026 is a documentary street photographer,
Randall Romano.

Randall has been making photographs for over 45 years, initially in the
nature/landscape genre, eventually evolving to run a commercial
photography business focused on interior and exterior architectural clients.
Since 2015, after closing the business, he focused solely
on photographing subjects and projects that are of personal interest. These
consist largely of street and documentary subjects. He has also been active
in lecturing about photography, to a wide variety of Ontario camera groups.
These presentations sought to stir up and challenge traditional notions on
photography, bringing to light the work and importance of master
photographers. A recent book publication: How to Create Meaningful
Photographs (2023) has come out of these presentations and has led to a 6-
week class with the same title at Trent University Continuing Educational
Program. Randall has also published two photographic monographs in 2024,
Transitory Inhabitants (Toronto’s financial district 2016 -2020) and
Torontonians (Photographs on the streets of Toronto). I believe the camera’s
strength is its ability to capture fleeting moments, to stop time and create a
sense of curiosity in the viewer. If a still image is to be successful it must
illustrate something missed and something fleeting. Chasing this fleeting
moment of uniqueness allows me to better savor life. A father of four
children, Randall and his wife Catherine live on a rural property near
Lakefield, Ontario, Canada.

Please note that this presentation will be a hybrid presentation – Randall will
present in person in our club. We encourage you to attend the presentation
in person. It is always an enriching experience to be able to interact with an
accomplished photographer and artist face to face.

The presentation will also be accessible via Zoom. Club members will be
able to join the Zoom presentation by going to the Members section of our
website, and then clicking on the Zoom Links menu item, or Zoom Links red
button and then by clicking Talking Photography Lecture Series tab. Non-
members can purchase a ticket to this presentation for $15 CAD by clicking
on the Talking Photography link on the Home page, and either attend the
presentation in person in the club or via Zoom.

1937’s Portraiture Aesthetic
Ran Macdonald on Portraiture

The following notes were made during Ran's talk on portraiture. They are
not in chronological order but should make a good rule of thumb with which
to check off your own methods.

There should be five points of light. One on the hair, one on each cheek,
and on nose and chin. Use background light. Head screen to subdue ears
of men. Use spot on opposite side of head to main light to give broad
effect. Closeness of main light determines contrast. Eyes should look in
same direction as nose is pointing. Keep model up straight, shoulders
back. Place foot on low stool to lift up knee line.

Watch position of hands carefully, they should be neither flat front to
camera nor with side only showing. Use a touch of Vaseline on nose to
emphasize highlight if there is much powder used. For a thin face use a fill
light.

A head screen is not necessary for ladies as their ears are generally
covered. Portraits made from side on which hair is parted have better
character rending. If there is more than one catch light in eyes take out all
but the one from the main light source.

Use your hands to indicate change of position. Don't paw the model. Very
little retouching on men—plenty on women. Profile work requires definite
black shadow line. Fill out shadows under the eyes with supplementary
light. Use spot for line light on profile and keep the shadows light. Remove
practically all rouge when using orthochromatic material. Ortho film is
preferable. With panchromatic, film use a harsher light.
