She is also the founder of PHOTOGRAPHY for
the FIGHT AGAINST BREAST CANCER (pfabc.org), an industry wide
organization bringing together the biggest names in photography to raise
money for breast cancer research.

Year-End Competitions

The submission due date for our Year-End competitions, of April 6th, is rapidly
approaching.  There are quite a few year-end competitions, and their
structure may be confusing.  I encourage everyone to read the section about
these competitions in the club’s competition rules document, viewable by
clicking here.

I’d like to mention a few important points here:

Towards the end of each season the club recognizes members who
have achieved extraordinary outcomes through their participation in club
competitions during the course of the season.  Such recognition is given
to members who have attained the highest score totals in their
submissions to competitions in most of the categories we have, i.e.
Pictorial, Nature, Creative / Altered Reality, Assigned Topics, Prints and
A/V Presentations.  We also recognize members who have submitted
winning entries, or entries with scores that are tied with winners, by
running what we call closed Category Competitions.  Members’ winning
and tied entries are entered into these competitions automatically by the
relevant competition chairs, and they are judged by a fresh panel of
judges, the winners representing “the best of the best” for this season in
each category.
We also run ten Open Year-End Competitions, which members must
submit entries for.  Most of these have specific subject matter
requirements, and each of them falls under one of the following
categories: Pictorial, Nature, Creative / Altered Reality or Prints.  In open
competitions, all members’ submissions are judged together, with no
divisional distinctions, and the makers of winning entries receive Honour
Points, even if they are in the Beginners Division.  Besides any subject
matter restrictions, eligibility rules for open competitions are the same as
those that apply to the regular season competitions in each of their
respective categories.  Please note, though, that previous submissions
which automatically participate in a closed year-end competition are
ineligible for submission into open year-end competitions.

Nature Year End Trophies

Entry deadline for Siou & Nicholls Trophies : Monday, April 6 at midnight

1. High Aggregate Trophy (closed -  automatically tabulated)
This is open to all members who has entered the 3 monthly nature
images competitions.
It is awarded to the member who has earned the highest aggregate
score from any division provided that he/she has entered at least 2
images into each of the three categories.

2. McGregor Trophy (closed - winning images are automatically entered)
This is awarded to the top Nature image of the year in a final playoff
competition involving all the winners from the 3 monthly nature images
competitions.

3. Christopher Siou Trophy (open - enter via website upload)
You may enter up to 3 images (standard club competition size and
colour space) depicting authentic wildlife - including animals, birds,
insects & fish .

Colour or black & white
No zoo or captive species.

4. John Nicholl's Trophy  (open - enter via website upload)
You may enter up to 3 images (standard club competition size and
colour space) depicting an expansive nature landscape.

Colour or black & white
No sky-scapes, sea-scapes, city-scapes; no closeups; only
minimum hand of man.

ASK THE JUDGE 

From Summer 1994
FOCUS asked four judges to answer the following question:
From a judge's point or view, how should computer manipulated
images be handled in competition?

Here are the answers we received.

from David Barr
This is in reply to your request for a "Judge's Point of View” on the question
of how computer manipulated images should be handled in competition! I
read in your Spring ’94 issue of FOCUS the views of Les Haydu and David
Wright. I sympathise with the purest rhetoric of Les. My own father, who did
most of his photography in the fifties and sixties, argued against all
manipulation, even cropping. 

The opinion was expressed by David Wright 
that we do not ”rant“ if someone shows award winning slides from an
expensive trip to far off locations. Similarly David points out that advantage
in competition often is given to photographers with
specialised and expensive equipment. Where does all this leave the camera
club, and judges, faced with forming rules regarding the admissibility of
computer generated or enhanced images? It is my opinion that cost alone
will deter most amateur photographers from computer imaging for some
time. I do believe that eventually there will come a time when there may be a
need for a separate category for this new field of photography. However, in
the next few years I think that in pictorial and print categories not only should
computer imaging be allowed but also I feel that the flexibility and artistic
license that these images will bring will encourage photographers working in
traditional methods to extend their own expertise and artistic expression. In
nature photography I believe that
computer imaging should be used at most for simple retouching. Derivations
such as adding an extra bird in a nest or removing unwanted blossoms from
a flower should be discouraged or disallowed.
The difficulty will be that a competent artistic technician working with today's
computer technology could make whatever alterations or improvements
he/she wanted and results would be so good that they could not be
detected. While as David Wright suggests, rental computer time is available,
the
degree of training and expertise required will make this option limited to all
but the most enthusiastic of computer literate members of camera clubs.
The real benefit of computer imaging in amateur photography will be the
stimulation brought about by being subjected to new and exciting images
where the only limitation is imagination.

from Murray Arscott:
My first suggestion is to define a computer manipulated image and decide
that the original image (before manipulation) must have been produced
photographically using a camera. My second suggestion is that manipulated
images should be identified as such for the judges' information, in case this
question is raised during judging. Third, manipulated images should be
judged as other images in the competition, that is using the normal criteria
like impact, technical proficiency, focus, composition, interest, etc.

From Bory Novikoff:
In the early days of photography, artists were aghast at the thought of
pictures produced with cameras as an art form. This argument is still
ongoing. The Photographer had to make a picture with conditions that were
for the most part beyond physical control. The Artist could add to or delete
details to enhance the final effect. This is where digital Imaging comes to the
aid of the photographer. The photographer can now control the final picture
to his or her satisfaction. This has opened up a series of problems when
judging comes up. For the present, possibly a temporary solution could be to
judge them separately. Then see how they stand up against the
conventional images. This would fit in with the present categories. When
enough computer images come into clinics, a special category should be
declared. I do admit, the photographer has the tools to manipulate images to
a degree, but not to the same extent as the Computer Age offers.My second
suggestion is that manipulated images should be identified as such for the
judges' information, in case this question is raised during Judging. Third,
manipulated images should be judged as other images in the competition,
that is using the normal criteria like impact, technical proficiency, focus,
composition, interest, etc.
