Talking Photography Lecture Series

Last Thursday Jennifer King treated us to an amazing presentation on
creativity and fine art photography. Great presentation, amazing images – it
was a real treat. If you missed Jennifer’s presentation, the video recording
of it is now available on our website in the members only section. We
encourage you to view it.

Our last speaker this season is a Canadian photographer, Stephen Orlando.

Stephen is a photographer and aerodynamicist based in Kitchener, Ontario.
During his engineering studies at the University of Waterloo, he received a
Master of Applied Science degree in aerodynamics. He is a self-taught
photographer and specializes in capturing movement with long exposure
photography and LED lights. This has been an ongoing project since 2014
called Motion Exposure. Stephen's photos showing paths of objects like
canoe paddles and violin bows are inspired in part by the streamlines of
fluid flow he sees in his day-to-day work. An avid canoeist and kayaker,
many of his photo shoots take place in remote locations in the Canadian
wilderness. Stephen is also inspired by photography pioneers Harold
Edgerton and Gjon Mili as well as artists Christo and Jeanne-Claude. His
work has been exhibited in the United States, Korea, Italy, Taiwan, and at
home in Canada.

Please note that this presentation will be a hybrid presentation –
Stephen will present in person in our club. I encourage you to attend the
presentation in person. It is always an enriching experience to be able to
interact with an accomplished photographer and artist face to face.

The presentation will also be accessible via Zoom. Club members will be
able to join the Zoom presentation by going to the Members section of our
website, and then clicking on the Zoom Links menu item, or Zoom Links
red button and then by clicking Talking Photography Lecture Series tab.

Essence and Limits of Photography as an Art Form for April 4

From Fall/Winter 1995-1996

As a final tribute to Les Haydu, we present this article written by Les some
twenty years ago.

Is photography art? Where is the place of photography in art? What can be
considered as art in photography? We could go on and on formulating this
circle of questions -- but since we do not have a college semester available,
let's limit the scope to some basic ideas. In the previously mentioned
questions there was one word, besides photography, which appeared in all
four: that word is ART. Since we all know what photography is — translated
from Greek: drawing with light — let's try to find out what art is. We should try
to approach this in a subjective, even in a personally biased way. Art is an
emotional idea and cannot be defined by the clear and concise but cold and
impersonal methods of mathematics or physics. Throughout the centuries,
artists, philosophers, and scientists tried to define art, and books filling
libraries were written on this particular subject. Despite all these thoughts
there is still no clear concise definition available. To circumvent this clerical
problem it was easier to define the purpose and effects of art.A generally
accepted idea, according to the basic law of aesthetics as applied to visual
arts, is that the purpose of art is to convey an idea or an emotion through
some visual form. This form might be a painting, drawing, sculpture,
architecture, and of course a photograph. However this definition is rather
one-sided. It assumes that the purpose and aim of art is to please - to cause
visual enjoyment. Let's look at another idea involved here: the functional
purpose of art - art that is useful or necessary in the conduct of human
affairs. Please do not think that functional art is a novel idea. Many art
scientists contend that in ancient times art, or what we call art today,
originated from some kind of function. We do not know and probably never
will know why our ancestors painted animals on the walls of giant caves
25.000 years ago. We can formulate this in another way: art was and is
considered by many as nonessential, useless, impractical and unnecessary
for the basic requirements of organized human living. But then, how could art
survive for so long through so many cultures throughout human history?
There can only be one clear answer: because art satisfies many vital personal
and social needs of the human spirit. This refers to art in general and
encompasses all forms of art. The creation of a work of art and the
perception and understanding of it are two highly complex acts of the human
spirit. When we talk about visual arts, the basic condition is to learn to see.
The great majority of people just look — they have to or else they may cross
the intersection on a red light and be hit by a car, or they have to look to find
the wanted detergent on the supermarket shelf. All of us born with eyesight
have the ability to see, but only a minority of us humans will ever learn to use
our eyes to observe. Seeing is more a mental than a physiological function
and we photographers, or at least most of us. can be proud to belong to that
selected minority who have mastered the art of seeing. Creation and
perception of a work of art are highly complex procedures and there is no
single way to describe or explain either because a work of art speaks to each
of us in many different ways. For this reason, too, there is no clear-cut
definition of what is art.
