INDIVIDUAL PICTORIALISM from January, 1960 Focus

Any serious approach to pictorial photography must be a personal one, as
it combines the experience, vision and understanding of the individual.
Whatever view we see, each one of us has a different appreciation of it. To
judge, therefore, the ascetic values of fellow pictorialists is, to say the least,
difficult, indeed almost an impertinence. In fact, all we can do or say is
whether the subject has appeal to, or impact on, oneself. It should be the
aim of the pictorialist to use his camera as a means of passing on ideas and
impressions. If this is so then it follows that his photographs should have a
meaning; otherwise his effort becomes an insular thing, almost comparable
to doodling. 
   
    When I look at a photograph, trying to assess its pictorial merits, the first
question I ask myself is not how well the photographer has adhered to all
the textbook formulae but what he is trying to convey. By this you may
assume that I am more concerned about the artistic presentation, than the
technical considerations. Do not think I am trying to belittle the
photographer learning his trade, for if his work is going to mean anything at
all he must attain a good standard of proficiency and craftsmanship. What I
do deplore is the pictorialist who thinks that this is an end in itself; that
having attained exceptional quality in his print his task is finished, the
subject matters little or nothing. This may be of interest to other
photographers in an academic sense but pictorialism demands far more
than this. It is primarily an art rather than a craft.

I try to choose my subject irrespective of the technical considerations. The
physical elements affecting the picture are after all a challenge to one’s
ingenuity and skill, but no matter how skilful one is, if the subject is not
interesting in the first place, the results will be disappointing, however good
the presentation. In portraiture for instance, one often hears derogatory
remarks about the posing of the subject matter to be photographed.
This is not at all fair. 

The pictorialist who can compose his picture to produce a reaction in his
viewer is a real pictorialist in every sense of the word. He is an artist
following in the tradition of artists. Alas, there are too few of them. There is
one very real danger which I think a Society such as our own unthinkingly
perpetuates. That is too rigid application of the conventions governing what
is considered good or bad photography. This may often deter the
individualist from pursuing his own originality, thereby moulding his work
into stereotypes and more conventional lines and providing a training which
is impossible for him to shake off later. I do feel that the Royal Photographic
Society should use its great influence among photographers in Great Britain
to foster a new look in its pictorial approach without tolerating freakish
extremes. 

It is impossible to define what is or what is not a good picture. There are so
many interpretations but with a good picture one will feel sympathy with its
author. My general aim now is to make as much impact on as many people
as possible in keeping with good taste and artistic merit. Possibly it is the
professional side of me speaking when I say that I find little or no reason for
producing a picture appreciated only by myself and a few others, which is
often the avowed aim of many amateur photographers. I class these with
that section of abstract painters who profess the objective, and jolly good
luck to them, too. 
   
Exhibitions are a great stimulus to photographers and it is the ambition of
most aspiring amateur photographers to have their pictures one day
displayed on these walls. We have all listened to their conversation when
selecting prints for submission and more than often these enthusiasts will
take into consideration the personal likes and dislikes of the selectors
concerned. One of these, I am told, may hate cats and automatically
reject this subject irrespective of its merits, another may regard nudes as an
unsuitable subject to be hung, while yet a third may have an aversion to
dustbins in the alley (not that I blame him). These personal prejudices of the
selectors do not help the free expression of exhibitors, nor the variety and
scope of any exhibition. 

There is one factor which is often omitted in talks on pictorialism and that is
the titling of prints. Generally speaking, an expressive picture needs no title.
There are cases, of course, in which a title is necessary to round off a
picture. There are other cases in which the unfortunate title kills the picture.
I was once invited to submit it to a panel of six prints on portraiture to be
hung in an exhibition. The selectors hung five and rejected the sixth, by far
my most interesting and impressive exhibit. This action puzzled me for quite
a while — it was a portrait of a sultry young French girl called Mile. Toillot —
until I realized that I had spelt it with an “et” at the end instead of “ot”. I
then saw the selector’s point; there are limits!

In conclusion, might I suggest that simplicity and sincerity in presentation
are the two basic factors in obtaining worthwhile results. Too often pictures
are confused and, because of this, meaningless, I believe that the originator
should be satisfied with one idea and one impression. It is therefore often
the picture that eliminates the detail and concentrates on the essence of
the story that is really the worthwhile effort.
