Stanley Shoolman originally joined the club in 1980
shortly after immigrating to Canada from South Africa.
Establishing himself and raising a family in a new
country, he postponed his membership for three
decades but not his photography. He rejoined in 2011
and started pursuing digital photography as well.
Stanley became fascinated with photography and by
the age of thirteen, started his first darkroom and
retired it fifty-seven years later to devote more time to

digital photography. He confesses that recording people and their lives, from
very different backgrounds to his own and often filled with many hardships,
seemed to draw more of his interest than other genres of photography.
“Maybe it is a sense of fulfillment I get when a connection is made with
complete strangers from different worlds and a trust is established. It is a
bonus when my images touch the emotion of the viewer.

Workshop : Costa Rica
Hi All,
I want to share with you an opportunity for a fairly unique sounding trip to
Costa Rica.
First off, I cannot vouch for the trip or the company offering it. I was sent
notice of the trip by Dara Ojo who we tried to have come to lead an in field
workshop on macro photography of insects. From the website, the company
seems to be run by two who are primarily focussed on mycology (study of
fungi). I am advising you of it as it does sound intriguing, some may be
interested and I think it is my role to advise of opportunities that arise. If you
are considering this I do recommend you do your due diligence on the
project, guide team, participants and the companies experience at running
trips like this.
The Proposed trip has an estimated cost of $3800 CAD ( attached link shows
cost as $2800 USD)
This cost does not include travel costs.
Because of the cost and because of the current risks with air travel I asked
Dara what happens if a participant should have to cancel, either for personal
reasons or because flights have been cancelled.
The reply is there is no refund offered other than in the case the company
cancels the trip.
For full disclosure, I will not be considering this offer as I am currently
planned to be in Europe at the time of the trip. As such I have not conducted
any due diligence on the company or their reliability.
Here is my communication from Dara,
I was just thinking back to our conversation last year around the workshop
and wanted to say I appreciated you and the board taking the time to
consider it.

I wanted to share something a bit different that I am part of this June. I have
been invited to join a small field expedition in Costa Rica with a group of
scientists and naturalists, and there are a few spots open.

It is quite different from a traditional workshop, more of a hands on field
experience, and I thought it might be of interest to a few members of the
club.

No pressure at all, but if you are open to it, I would appreciate you sharing it
with anyone who might be interested.
