Dear All!

I joined the Toronto Camera Club in 2012, and am proud to have taken on
several volunteer roles. Two years on the Board, six years as Program Chair,
twelve years as Curator for our May Group Shows, and four years as
Director/Curator of the Powell Gallery. After much consideration, I have
decided to step down as Director and Curator of both the May Group Shows
and the Powell Gallery.

Since May 2015, I have developed the concept for our May Group Shows
and curated ten exhibitions (with two missed COVID years), ranging from
large-scale shows – extending beyond the gallery into the auditorium - to
smaller presentations, often as part of the CONTACT Photography Festival. I
am exiting on a high note with the Shifted Perspectives group exhibit, on
display now.

The success of these Group Shows helped me guide the club more
confidently toward group exhibitions when I took on the role of Powell
Gallery Director/Curator. The gallery once again became a space to
encourage creativity and experimentation.
During my six years as Program Chair (2013–2019), I successfully
implemented a similar approach – with the introduction of Inspirational
Images Nights, the reintroduction of Masters Nights, and many other
improvements. The program became more balanced by reducing the
emphasis on competitions, with a pivot to exploration that has certainly paid
off. It is thrilling to see how this once single-member role has now evolved
into a team effort shared by seven.

I am proud to have opened the club’s doors to the public on a regular basis
over the past four years. Every Monday, along with many weekends, the
Powell Gallery welcomed visitors to experience the creativity of Toronto
Camera Club members. This initiative, unprecedented at the time, attracted
many new members, particularly as the club recovered after COVID.
These initiatives have also inspired our club members, dedicated volunteers
with strong bodies of work to mount their first solo exhibitions. It has been
my great pleasure to encourage these successes for many of our talented
photographers.

Looking back, I find great satisfaction in the many thematic group shows
presented during these years, where a rich mosaic of creative visions was on
display. These exhibitions gave many members, including new ones, the
opportunity to participate.

With all this in mind, I would like to express my sincere gratitude for the trust
placed in me over the years and give others the opportunity to build on this
work and take it even further.

From December, 1950 Focus

Reports on the P.S.A. Convention

BADINAGE, BRICKBATS AND BOOSTS AT BALTIMORE

Rex Frost, A.R.P.S. ,Adolf Fassbender, John Hogan, Bruce Downes and
Jacob Deschin likely will go down into history as the Fathers of the mid-
20th century American Photo

Revolution. With valuable assist by Maurice Tabard of Paris France,
surrealist-solarisation camera man extraordinary, they stole most of the
show at the 1950 P.S.A. Convention. At least  for this observer’s money.

Adolf, John, Bruce and Jacob humpty dumped contemporary photography
off the wall. Maurice pieced together some of the broken shell with a
demonstration of imaginative modern photo concepts. P. S. A’ers, who
pride themselves on being pictorialists will probably still be wiping the yolk
off their clothes. Contemporary Photography. What’s wrong with it? Today’s
pictorialists haven’t grown up with the times. Lack imagination. Have too
many bosses. Bosses? Yes bosses. The press man working to please his
city or art editor. The Salon exhibitor planning to satisfy a jury. The
portraitist having to please a cash client who wants to be glamourised,
characterised, rejuvenated, etc., etc.

Result, dull, repetitious, stereotyped Salons. Uninspired Club meetings
where print critics dish out the same old monotonous antiquated cliches
week after week. Pictorialists, striving to please the bosses, the juries, the
critics, and therein forgetting primarily to please themselves.

While photography is plagued with bosses, and other people to satisfy, it
will never become a full blooded art. Pictorialists haven’t matched the
individualism shown by 20th century artists of brush and pen. That’s what
the experts said in breezy old, balmy, aired Baltimore.

What to do about it? Quit making prints. Start making pictures. Interpret
rather than illustrate. Evolve and work out an idea which swells from within
you, yourself. Say something with your picture. Simplify it down to a single
main accent in which auxiliary detail is subordinated. Let your own
individualism express your awareness of the mood and atmosphere of
things about you. Don’t imitate. Experiment with various ways and means
of achieving your objective. Don’t be too literal. Think beyond the obvious.
Originate. Be yourself. That’s what the experts prescribed at jolly old
buoyant Baltimore.

The conventioneers enjoyed the ride, laughed when the big shot panel
disagreed among themselves as to the symptoms of the patient and the
solutions. Gulped and swallowed the cross talk. Then gulped down chasers
of Chesapeake Bay oysters, taken on the boat ride.
