Orillia-Kirkfield Weekend Outing Report

May 22-May 24, 2026
"Is it going to be wet?", "Is it going to rain?", we wondered before the
weekend outing. . The answer turned out to be yes and yes!
Despite these weather concerns, 16 hardy members and family ventured to
the Kirkfield area to photograph birds and flowers during this May
weekend. We were early for the flowers but the Ospreys were there and so
was a pair of busy Eastern Bluebirds.

We gathered in Orillia on a sunny Friday afternoon at the Fairfield Inn by the
Marriott for meet and greet, after which we headed into Orillia for a bite at
the Social Bar & Lounge. Good food and conversations ensued as we
discussed the plans for the weekend. The recurring concern was whether it
was going to rain for the next two days and by how much. Also, we had to
decide whether to shoot the sunset or look for Ospreys at their nests that
evening when it was still dry. As it turned out, some had success with an
Osprey doing a fly-by in the evening light, while others turned to document
the sunset from the cottages at Dalrymple Lake.
We were able to arrange a continental breakfast at the hotel at 4:45am on
Saturday. And for the first time, we forgo the sunrise shoot as the weather
forecast was calling for overcast skies with rain later in the morning. It was
a decision that we came to regret as the cloud bank was lit up at 5:15 into
a most intense display of red, orange and pink hues.  We were driving
towards Wylie Road at that time even as we admire the colourful sky. Only
if….
On Wylie Road, which cuts through the Carden Alvar, nest boxes lined both
sides of the fence line along the road.  They were mostly used by Tree
Swallows but box #9 has Eastern Bluebirds. Soon, we set up our tripods
and started photographing a pair of bluebirds busy catching worms to
return to the nest box to feed the young. And then we started to feel the
first drop of rain.

We retired to the Mariposa Market, a local favourite, for delicious baked
goods, sandwiches and coffee. Then back to the hotel for a much needed
nap.

In the early evening, we had a delectable dinner at The KTCHN, a fine
dining establishment just outside Orillia. More good conversations, and
wine, followed. This is what the camera club is about- reconnecting with
other members and making new friends through this shared experience -
priceless! Afterwards, the wind and rain have picked up and our only solace
was that there was either hockey playoff or baseball on TV in our hotel
rooms.

We did sleep in till 7:00 on Sunday and we had a hearty breakfast in the
hotel. The question then was, “When will the rain stop?” Regardless, some
of us drove out to Wylie road again and the pair of blue birds were still
actively bringing food back to feed the hungry mouths. We had to put on
rain coats, both for ourselves as well as for our cameras!
So ends another (rainy and wet ) weekend outing. Enjoy the images and
join us for another club next adventure in the Fall!
