Technical Quality 6

The colour images used in the introduction to represent some of Rehgo Sehants' other works were 

excellent. 

Several images used in the Jaime mes Pieds portion of the show had a variety of technical & 

compositional issues. This may have been an intentional choice; however, it somewhat took away 

from the overall impact.

Technical Quality 5

Some good images were used. Be careful with processing as many images were heavily processed, 

taking away some of the natural look. A few also showed noticeable pixilation. Most images fi l led 

the screen, but a few did not (see 0:30, 2:50, 3:13 & 3:31). For a smoother flow, consider resizing 

these images to fit the screen.
Technical Quality 9

Excellent images throughout.

Technical Quality 6

Some excellent images. There were a few that were over processed or not sharp. The 

horizon in the video clip was noticeably out of level.

Technical Quality 7

Most images were excellent. Some were over processed or grainy and there were a couple where 

the white balance wasn't consistent with the surrounding images.

The video quality was excellent. Technical Quality 6

Some good images. Others lacked contrast and one had sensor dirt showing in the sky.  

Technical Quality 9

Images were of excellent quality. Two images were soft, consider replacing them or use post-

processing to sharpen a little more.

Appropriate To Purpose 8

Overall, the images were appropriate for the story. A few images seem out of place or not relevant.

Good use of slow-motion video.

Appropriate To Purpose 8

Overall, images were appropriate to the theme.

Appropriate To Purpose 9

Appropriate to theme. Slide at 1:28 seemed out of place as it had warm tones and the 

image on either side were cool tones. Consider switching it with the following slide for a 

smoother transition into the series of images with warmer light.

Appropriate To Purpose 6

The images themselves were appropriate to the theme, however; there were far too many 

images for the length of the show and many of them were similar. To give the audience 

more time to enjoy each image, consider using fewer images, choosing the ones that best 

tell your story. 

The video of the swans bobbing their heads added to the interest and a bit of humour of the 

story.

Appropriate To Purpose 10

All images supported the story and the video added to the interest.

Appropriate To Purpose 6

The images were appropriate for tell ing the story. The images from 2:09 to 2:28 didn't leave the 

impression of "devastating" damage. The image of the grasses along the laneway to il lustrate the before 

and after, was used earlier in the show. It would be more effective to only use that image once (where it 

was used for the comparison). Appropriate To Purpose 10

All images were appropriate to tell ing the story of a retirement trip to Morocco.

The background music was a little too loud during the opening narration. Sound throughout the 

remainder of the show was good.

Use of narration was key to introducing the story and a good choice as it was more effective than if the 

maker had used scroll ing text.

A beautiful piece of music. It may have been a little too fast for the subject matter and choice of 

images. 

Appropriatenss of sound/narration 10

 Sound built up to a climax in in a way that supported the images.

Appropriatenss of sound/narration 6

The risk with using a well-known piece of music is that the audience may have a pre-

conceived notion of what the music means to them. In this case it is more relatable to 

Christmas than a fall outing.

Use of the bird calls was a good addition to the story. Appropriatenss of sound/narration 10

Music fit the subject matter. Mix of sound effects and music was well handled.

This show would be an excellent candidate for using narration instead of text on the screen.

Appropriatenss of sound/narration 6

The ocean sounds were a good choice to add to the atmosphere. The soundtrack would have been more 

interesting if there was a greater variation in the wave sound to match the state of the sea more closely. 

Toward the end of the show the constant wave sound was becoming repetitious. 

Consider ways of making the sound track more interesting such as by inter-mixing the ocean sounds with 

music or by using narration instead of text to tell the story. 

Appropriatenss of sound/narration 7

Although the song was about Morocco, at times the words and up-beat pace distracted from the story. 

The constant and consistent beat of the music became a little tiring toward the end.

Integration & Flow 6

Opening sequence: choice of transition was very jarring, especially when the top two lines of text 

remained the same. The white bars on both sides were also distracting, consider extending the back 

right to the edge of the frame.

Timing from 0:52 to 1:37 - Started talking about Fractured Globe before the image came up. The 

images starting at 0:52 didn't seem to relate to the narration. Many transitions are too abrupt, and 

images were flying by and not consistent with the pace of narration. 

Images in the Precor ell iptical machine sequence were out of registration giving a jerky look, which 

was emphasized by the changing transitions. The wide variety of transitions, images size/aspect ratio 

were a distraction that reduced the impact of the story.

Integration & Flow 5

Zooming can be an effective tool, but in most cases, it should be applied very subtly. Most of the 

zooms were too fast for the viewer to enjoy the scene.

There was no connection between the music and the flow. i.e. nothing appeared synchronized. 

You don't need to change slides on every beat, but the transitions need to work with the music to 

create a connection.
Integration & Flow 7

Well timed transitions. The transitions through black were somewhat distracting and 

although appropriate in some places, more use of a straight dissolve may have created a 

smoother flow.

There were some pans and zooms that were too fast. The most notable was the pan that 

starts at 2:25. It is dizzyingly fast and the following two slides also have a zoom and pan 

that are very fast. Consider slowing slowing these effects down. The vastness of the scene 

that you are trying to show is lost because of the speed at which it goes by.  The slide at 

2:37 has a pan that is at a much more appropriate speed.

Integration & Flow 6

Some parts of the show were well synchronized. There were other parts where the timing was 

off, and the images didn’t seem connected with the music. This was particularly noticeable in 

the opening sunrise images.

Zooming can be an effective tool but is usually best when applied subtly. The amount of 

zoom and speed of zooming motion was quite distracting, taking away from the story. The 

quick transition through black was harsh, consider a smoother type of transition for these 

images.

Integration & Flow 8

Transitions, and zooms were effective and flowed with the music.

Watch the speed of your zooms. Most were fine, but a few were marginally too fast.

Integration & Flow 6

Many of the zooms were too fast making it hard to enjoy viewing the image or reading the overlying text. 

Some images were poorly aligned showing the black background. 

The 8 seconds of black screen before the text with the storm details came up was too long and broke the 

flow. 

Integration & Flow 8

Overall, transitions and flow were effective. The opening title sequence and map were technically 

well executed. Consider putting a white background behind the Morocco map to get rid of the black 

bars and keep everything in the same aspect ratio

Four images didn't quite fi l l  the frame leaving a black line along one edge at 2:37, 3:44, 4:14 & 

4:30.

Structure & Technique 6

The introduction clearly set the stage for the documentary.

The reason for mixing monochrome and colour images in the documentary portion was unclear and 

did not contribute to a smooth flow.

The images that were not full screen, frequently showed edge bleed during the transitions as they 

were often slightly different sizes/aspect ratios. When using a straight disolve, try to keep each image 

the same size and aspect ratio, this will give a smooth transition.

Structure & Technique 6

Although we saw groupings of images with a similar subject, there didn’t appear to be an organized 

structure to the show.

Image bleed was apparent in some transisitions due to adjacent images being different sizes or 

aspect ratios. Structure & Technique 8

The slide with "A Journey to the Bolivian Andes" title could have been up just a second or 

two longer or consider a straight fade to black. Either would give just a l ittle more time to 

read it.

Structure & Technique 7

The opening title was effective, but could have been up just a l ittle longer. Consider starting 

with a 3 - 5 second black slide as it gives the audience a few seconds to settle in before the 

show begins.

Using the framed images throughout, added continuity. Structure & Technique 6

The plain white text, while very readable, didn't add to the mood of the show. There were also 

inconsistencies in the style and font. Some of the text had a slight bevel & emboss effect while 

others didn’t. At 3:35, the font changed and then changed back at 4:32. 

At 3:48, the font came in on top of the subject; consider moving it higher in the frame.

Blurring of the background when the text was on the screen helped with readability, however; this 

effect was not consistent throughout.

Structure & Technique 6

Some of the text was hard to read either because of low contrast between it and the background or 

because of a busy or moving background.

Structure & Technique 8

The use of 16:9 aspect ration allowed the images to fi l l  the screen adding to the impact.

Text, graphics, and placement both worked well, and fit with the overall theme. 

The animation used in the map suggested the order we would see things in, but the story was broken 

down into categories creating a disconnect. Consider removing the animation that takes you from 

one place to another and just highlighting the actual locations.

The intent to entertain was clear and the story followed through.

The title explained what the intent was, but the story didn't seem to build on the title.

At first the title seemed odd, but it soon became apparent that it was well chosen for the 

vastness of this remote area. The images supported this theme throughout.

Clarity of Intent 6

There was a little ambiguity since the title of the show suggests images of geese and swans, 

whereas the on-screen title suggests a story about a camera club outing.

Clarity of Intent 9

The story intent was clearly stated and then delivered.

Clarity of Intent 7

The title implied that rising sea levels were a factor in the storm's destruction, but that wasn't followed up 

on in the storyline.

Clarity of Intent 9

The intent to share the author’s travel adventure was clear and followed through.

Theme Development 8

Overall, the theme was smoothly developed. The Precor ell iptical machine sequence was a little too 

long and slowed the pace, taking away some impact.

Theme Development 6

There didn't apear to be a smooth flow to the theme development. The grouping of images 

seemed somewhat random - we saw birds near the beginning and again at the end, but there didn't 

seem to be a plan.

The use of sunrise/sunset images at the beginning and end was a good way to tie the story 

together.

Theme Development 8

The theme was well developed and the night shots created a good segue from the 

landscapes to the higher altitude images. Some information about the climb would have 

commpleted the story, as it left some unanswered questions. Theme Development 6

The story did not show strong development. The club members seemed to be added as an 

afterthought rather than being part of the story. Consider making them a bigger part of the 

story or leaving them out entirely. Theme Development 9

There was good progression to the story. 

Theme Development 8

There was a good progression to the story. Taking time at the beginning to show how people used the 

area added to the emotional impact that the storm had.

Theme Development 9

Once realizing we were not following the route on the map, the grouping of activities and 

experiences made sense. The titles for each area kept it clear.

The author has made a good effort to share their love of nature. The show is pleasing without 

having a strong impact. Consider ways to build interest such as more clearly answering the question 

“Why I Love Nature?” or build from small quiet scenes to more awe inspiring as the show progresses. Originality & Impact 8

Although starting off with a series of landscape images is not uncommon, the building 

music and story that developed showed originality and impact. 

Originality & Impact 6

The show seemed very rushed. 

Originality & Impact 8

The mix of video and stil ls was a creative way to tell the story and they blended well. There was 

a little more video of paddling than was needed to tell the story.

Originality & Impact 7

The show was very evenly paced and didn't really build up to the devastation of the storm. This took 

away from the drama of the storm’s impact.

Originality & Impact 8

This was a creative way to capture a special trip. It had strong initial impact that waned slightly 

because of the music choice.

Maintenance of Interest 7

Interest was starting to wain in the last minute or so. Consider looking for ways to shorten the show just 

a l ittle.

Maintenance of Interest 6

Three and a half to four minutes is a good length for a show like this and you're on the right track. 

To maintain interest throughout, consider using fewer images, choosing the ones that best tell your 

story. Maintenance of Interest 10

Interest was maintained throughout. 

Maintenance of Interest 6

Even though it was short, the number of similar images and fast pace, made it hard to 

maintain interest. There is a lot of potential with this story. Consider looking for ways to slow 

down the pace. Maintenance of Interest 9

Interest was maintained to the end.

Maintenance of Interest 8

This is an interesting story and although not as impactful as it could have been, it did hold interest 

though to the end.

Maintenance of Interest 8

The overall production quality helped to maintain interest through to the end.
